Dr. Sheila Carlon is the Program Director for Health Services Administration and Management at Regis University where she directs the RHIA program, a Health Care Administration program and graduate programs in Health Services Administration and Health Care Informatics and Information Management, a position she has held for the past 11 years.  

Prior to that she was the Program Director for the HIM Program at Dakota State University in Madison, South Dakota and previously held many administrative level positions in hospitals, ambulatory clinics and consulting firms.

She was recently the recipient of AHIMAs Teacher of the Year Award primarily for her volunteer work in Colorado and Africa. She is also a Fellow of AHIMA.

She is a frequent speaker at national state HIM conventions and this year has presented at  the International Federation of Health Record Organizations (IFHRO) in Seoul, South Korea on implementing clinical documentation improvement country-wide in Ethiopia.
